Software Installation (optional but recommended for Windows users who have the CD that comes with the hard copy of the text):

· Log on to your internet connection.
· Insert the CD that came with your textbook into your computer’s CD/DVD drive.
· Install the program to your hard drive.

Macintosh users and Windows users who are using a computer on which the software has not been installed:

· Log in.   On your first log in, click    New   then complete the registration page:
· Use your student number as the Student ID and choose a password you will remember.  

· Use your home phone number as your Local ID, and enter your email address.

· Then click  Register.
· Click Add  and enter your class ID - this is your CPTC course ITEM number.
· Next, be sure your class is highlighted - then click  Start Working
This brings you to the course assignment list, where you will see the chapters. 

Steps to begin the lesson

Click the button to the left of the assignment you want to work.  Begin with Chapter 1.

Click the button and “Do the assignment”

After reading the material and working the Try-It Exercises in the textbook, you will use MathCue to do the chapter assignment.  After answering each problem, you can view the step-by-step solution by clicking the  Solution Step 1  and    Next Step    buttons.

If you begin an assignment and do not finish it, you can close MathCue and then reopen it at a later time to pick up where you left off.

When you have completed the problem set, click Finish and Review. This will log your score into the online grade book. 

If you wish to improve a logged-in score, simply do the chapter over.  If the new score is higher, it will automatically replace the lower score.
